Selection Criteria

Graduating seniors are chosen on the basis of academic excellence, personal integrity, and meaningful participation in school and community life. Recipients must have achieved at least a 3.5 grade point average to quality. Scholarship amount is based on merit.  
Candidate Selection & Submission Procedures

1. Organize a faculty selection committee of at least three school personnel to review applications

2. Distribute the application form and/or publicize the availability of the scholarship to at least:

a. The academic top 5% of the graduating class, or

b. The top 5 students in the graduating class (whichever is larger)

3. The faculty selection committee should review all submitted applications and essays and send their candidate recommendation(s) to the Kohler Foundation on or before March 1 of each academic year. 
4. The candidate’s materials should be submitted to the Kohler Foundation by the guidance office electronically, and must include the following items:

a. Student Application

b. School Transcript

5. Kohler Foundation’s own Scholarship Committee will then review all recommended candidates.
6. Kohler Foundation will inform the guidance counselors if their candidate has been selected to receive the award. Award announcements will be made at the respective school award ceremonies.
